Lesley Gore became the reigning celebrity
of the bwight School for Girls in snglewood, New Jersey, and the monarch of the .. pop
charts wi*h not one but three Top Five hits in i963. She got a gold record and a
Gremmy ncmination for "It°s iy larty," and within two years had appeared on Dick Clark’s
American Bandstand and The id Sulliven Show, became an international celebxity, and
wes acclalimed by Just about everybody as this country’s number one female artist. And
then....silence.

Ch, there were those comeback tries, tut for the mest part the silence continued,
manctuated by an occasional participation in a rock revival show, or a songwrlting
aredit on scmebody else’s record. Untll now, this is, when the putlic seems to have an
unprecedented interest in bringing Lesley (ioxre out of mothballs.

“I'or sOome rTeason now people are really aware of me," mused Lesley, though she
was quick to polnt out that "this doesn't necessarlly mean a resurgence in my career.”
But the signs are there..the Lesley Gore Fan Club T-shixts, that melt from Eleecker
B2b’s shelves, the Cscar nomination last year for "Out Here On 1y Own," which she wrote
+2r brother Lichael’s score to "Fame," and the remake by Dave Stewart and Barbara Gaskin
~f "It's by Farty” that just blasted into the number one position on the unglish
singles charts. "lerhaps that's a contribtuting fector,” Lesley allowed. "I must be on
% lot of people’s minds when a song 1 was so closely assoclated with becomes a hit again.
Besides, a lot of the music ocut now is beginning to sound very much the way we cut 1t
in the "60s. And a lot of young people who weren't familiar with the music of the °60s
axe now getting into it and are very tumed on by it. 'That's always a major event."

However, the putlic that's beginning to rediscover Lesley (ore won't find the same
tazffanted tesnager who used to run out to her car between classes at the Dwight School
0 listen to "It's Ly larty" on the radio. In fact, you may be more likely to hear
ather peeople singing the songs she is currently writing for a propcsed Broadway musicaI}
i moxe alput that later,

In the concrete catacombs of iadiscen Square Garden where she relaxed after her
soundcheck for Richard Nader’s recent "hock and roll Reunion," the five-fcoter was
still slight, though the red hair was now tightly curled and, offstage at least, she
sported tortoise-rimmed glasses. In maturity she’s cautiocus and deliberate, a veteran
rrafessional-~-a far cry from the -exuberant and naive kld whose volce teacher rushed her
tnto a studio 18 years ago to recoxrd "It's Ey Party."

Mot that the enthusiasm is gone; on the contrary. ™'his is the second gig I've
dune in two years and I°m really up for it," she enthused. Though Gore claimed the
layoff caused her no paralyzing mervousness, she did confess to being a touch jittery,
not s0 much because there were 20,000 people massed outslde to see her, Chuck berry,
and Lou Christlie, hut more because this was a hometown crowd.

{hen, too, she was about to try something new, which is not what rock renr‘.l.val:i.s't..'?.ﬂ
rastly over-30 couples out to relive the oldies of thelr youth, come to hear. "I'm
doing "Out Here on Ly Own" and I've never done it before an sudience. we?ll find out
how they like it--the haxd way,” she sald worriedly. As it turned cut, there was

reason for her apprehension.
Later that night, in the darkened arena, the pclite customers sat thrcugh her gut-

btaring rendition of the plano-accompanied ballad while the rubes whistled and got rude.

The teirms she'd dictated lately bave been mostly those of a songwriter. "l've




alvays loved performing but ii's one of those love'hate vhings. You love it when 1t's
great, but when it's not it's like pulling teeth.” she sald. "It's nice '~ =~ - to
be known as a wrlier, ©p expand my horlzons and not just be known as a performer or a
singer. It's alsc nice 1o begln geiting 1ittle "hypheneites" in mour vocation.”

The hyphenettes- as in singer-songwrlier- started in 1976 vhen Lesley's altum,
Love e By Name, was released by A&V, Dusty Springfield was awmong the many who
covered the title track, tut the originasl version floundered in obscurity. Lesley
says of her relationship with the label, "Unfortunately the producer {miney Jones)
took well cver a year to produce ithe altum. It should have been out eziler so they
(the A&ls er:os) could assess its progress, tut 1t wasn’t finished. oinc¢ they hadn’t
heard any of the cuts, they didn‘t plck up my option, then just threw out the album.
They didn’t do anything for it."

This expsrience, as well as an unproductive stint on lotown's now-deiunct white
pop subsidary, lo-West, have left this daughter of a wealthy btathling sult manufacturer
and his ex-show-blz wife shy of reconding contracts. "Several people have come to me
with the prospect of recording and I havert’t closed my mind to it. If 1t feels right
I will sign, tut 1%'1} depend on the company, the pecple, and so many things. It's a
marriage, & major commltment, to sign with a labei. [ore important to me right now
than just being in a recording situation is knowing that I'd be able to do what I
want to do. You have to be careful., You get invwolved contractually and those contracts
hoid water.™

Als0 more imporiani to Lesley at this point 1s her new career in the theatre. After
» eight yearc in Lis Angeles she moved tack here in 1979 i¢ a small Upper uzast Side
apartment "to be where the music is. A1l of a sudden L.A, ot very insular, the music
wasn’t growing. 1 also came back to wrk with Carcl Hall, whe 1 me! at a Sarah
Lawrence yreunion. She, of cuurse, wrote “"Beat L3*ile shorelipuse in Texas,“ tut now
she's terribly involved in getiing her new show "Goud Sports" ofi the ground. l!owever,
1 was interested in getiing cooking on & musica! immediately.

So, with ancther ccllaborator, Horman Uolph, Lesley initiated the project she
forsees will eat up much of her winter, a musical written t¢ an eriginal story she and
Iolph conceived. Each [onday night the duc, with three other teams, presents two songs
before & penel of celebrated composers iike Stephen Sondheim, Greichen Cryer, Nancy
I'ord, or Stephen Schwartz at the ASCAP Theatre tiorkshop. The professlonals heip the
newcomers tighten the flrst few songs of the musical s¢ they can begin Lo see it take
shape on stage. Ultimately, 1f they withstand a rigid reviewing prucess, a lucky team
can have its work produced at the Flaywright’s larizons, another supporier of the
workshop. "But my guess is that even if we don't make it to the Playwright‘s liorizon
stage, we’ll get produzed anyway," Lesley said confidently.

She can be confident now because, if nothing else, her 18 years in the public eye
have qualified Lesley Gore as a survivor. Tagged too long with that "America‘s sweet-
heart” epitaph, which she dismlsses as "too simplistic to even be coneidered,” she’s
philosophical. "wWhatever image you're locked into is a plague. You don’t always llke
uhat you're stuck with, i it comes with the turf. Being a ce%?mity anyway is &
difficult, demanding thing."

15 or 20 minutes each, Nader showed an unusual insensitivity to the
audlences preferences and a curious unwillingness to let the show find
its own natural rhythm....It meant that truly dynamic efforts from
Gore and Christie were nipped in the tud, even though 10,000 fans raved
for more after the regulation quarter-hour Was up....

Lesley Gore proved that she still has the girlish volce to carry

anguish. But her crowning moment was "You Dem't Own Me," the epitome
of female outrage that even Pat Benatar would be hard pressed to match,
